This "miraculous sea," where a pod of around 200 dolphins still thrives, is an

However, the behavior of the resident dolphins is at risk of changing due to

factors such as global warming and changes in the marine environment.

Therefore, as a new step towards balancing experiential tourism with environ-
mental conservation, the Amakusa City Dolphin Watching Business Team has
begun trial operations of a "joint operation" service that limits the number of

boats departing.

Through this initiative, we aim to reduce stress on the dolphins and ensure an
environment that is comfortable for them to live in. We will continue to explore
new ways to continue tourism in a sustainable manner, and strive to harmonize

tourism with the local natural environment.
